CAN THO - VIETNAM

From Chau Doc to Can Tho take about 3:30 hours drive and the most highlight here is Cai Rang floating
market and local market start at 05:30 is an significant of floating market in Mekong delta region.

Day 1: Arrive in Chau Doc from Phnom Penh (B)
Today you take a cruise along the river towards Chau Doc. Upon arrival at Chau Doc harbor, you will be met
and transferred to the hotel.
